Members of the public
provided comments to the Commission discussing the definition of amplified music, asking the
Commission what the word amplified means in the waterfront district’s design guidelines, a question on
whether a peer review study will be conducted for the noise study and a question to why the physical
depth of the archaeological study is three feet.
